El empleo de ndmina no agricola total aumentd en 209,000 en junio, ya que el empleo en El gobierno, la atencidén médica, la asistencia social y la construccién continuaron con una
tendencia al alza. El empleo no agricola ha crecido en un promedio de 278,000 por mes durante los primeros 6 meses de 2023, inferior al promedio de 399.000 por mes en 2022.

El cuidado de la salud agregd 41,000 empleos en junio. El crecimiento del empleo se produjo en hospitales (+15.000), centros de atencion residencial y de enfermeria (+12.000) y servicios
de atencién médica domiciliaria (+9,000). Los consultorios de los dentistas perdieron 7.000 puestos de trabajo. El cuidado de la salud ha agregado un promedio de 42,000 empleos por
mes en lo que va del afio, similar a la ganancia promedio de 46,000 por mes en 2022.

La asistencia social sumé 24.000 puestos de trabajo en junio, la mayoria en servicios individuales y familiares (+18.000). El crecimiento del empleo en la asistencia social ha promediado
22.000 por mes hasta ahora en 2023, en linea con el promedio de 19.000 por mes en 2022.

El empleo en la construccion continud su tendencia alcista en junio (+23.000). Empleo en el industria ha aumentado en un promedio de 15,000 por mes en lo que va del afio, en
comparacion con una media de 22.000 mensuales en 2022. En junio, empleo en especialidad residencial los contratistas comerciales continuaron su tendencia alcista (+10.000).

El empleo en los servicios profesionales y empresariales varié poco en junio (+21.000). El crecimiento mensual de empleos en la industria ha promediado 40,000 hasta ahora en 2023, por
debajo de 62,000 por mes en 2022. Empleo en profesionales, cientificos y técnicos los servicios continuaron su tendencia alcista durante el mes (+23,000).

El empleo del comercio minorista varié poco en junio (-11.000). El empleo continud disminucién de los comerciantes de materiales de construccion y equipos y suministros de jardineria (-
10.000) y en minoristas de muebles, accesorios para el hogar, electronica y electrodomeésticos (-5,000). Motor los concesionarios de vehiculos y repuestos agregaron 6,000 empleos.

El empleo en transporte y almacenamiento varié poco en junio (-7.000) y no ha mostrado una tendencia clara en los ultimos meses. Durante el mes, el empleo disminuyd en los
mensajeros y mensajeros (-7.000) y en depdsito y almacenamiento (-7.000), mientras que el transporte aéreo afiadié 3.000 puestos de trabajo.
